1. All support.  Motion passes.

3. Reports & Updates







   Solin
i. Legislative Update
1. Calling in from capitol - testifying at 8:00am - sorry to not be in attendance.

2. Workers comp up this morning.  It did not go to business affairs - went to state affairs.  Bill goes to floor this morning.  Had two conversations with Kefalas - he has not taken a position yet.  90% there ready to oppose.  Has anyone reached out to him?

a. Important issue for NCLA - request members reach out (especially from Fort Collins delegation email or phone call)

b. Olson sent an email to Keflas.

c. HB 1383 (workers' comp bill)

3. SB 196 FAML bill - testified in opposition, shared concerns with Kefalas.  (he is the hopeful vote but expect he'll vote on the bill)  Expect it to pass out of the house - it passed in committee without any amendments.  

4. Business Incentive agreement bill - passed early this week, on way to governor's desk

5. Wage Protection (SB 5) began to move again - sitting in finance, having trouble moving.  It is one CAIC negotiated.  (laid over twice) 

6. Redevelopment Act (Delgrosso's bill) passed house last week on 40-25 vote.  A number of people flipped votes.  Moved to Senate, heard by judiciary committee last night.  Johnson and Gaiter were there.  Bill laid over until Monday.  It was sent to that committee to pass. Still time for it to pass the Senate.  If it comes back - vote counting indicates it would die on the senate floor.

7. Market place fairness act (online sales) - NCLA opposed.  Was supposed to have died.  On the way to Governor's desk. Not a good year for commitments. 

8. TeleComm bills passed.  Largest to pass nationally in years.  Expect Governor to sign bill.  Significant will for telecomm industry.

9. Ginal's bills on health study was killed in Senate.  (oil and gas)

10. Just introduced last night - construction defects.  Not sure what NCLA wants to do with legislation.  (context of affordable housing) SB 220 Waldo - realtors?

a. Koelzer- realtors have no formal position
b. Allard - increase cost on condos anything with Associations ($15,000 per unit currently) 
c. Koelzer - reduces liability for builders 
d. Allard - thinks we want to support it, but haven't seen it

e. May- thinks we should support, is there any downside?

f. Solin - we've supported this type of bill (construction defects) 
g. Norton - thinks we should support, may not be necessary to actively engage.  We've always supported the concept.

h. See - would like to see it supported.  Lawyer will be into a condo building and then wait for something to go wrong and create a class action law suit.  Changes to compensation for defect.

11. MSP Norton/MacQuiddy - support the bill in concept and put effort with other business groups to get it passed.

a. Discussion:

i. Tool - has been involved in lawsuit.

ii. Gazlay - story on 9 news last night.  8,000 apartments being built in Denver but only 300 condos.  Creates gap in entry housing.  Fits with mission of affordability.  

b. Call for vote - Koelzer

c. All support.  Motion passes.
12. Questions about specific bills

a. Koelzer - 1375, amended on second reading.  

i. Solin - nothing substantial since we looked at it last.

ii. Norton - clarified language, CML against, CCI is in favor (typical local government fight)  It will make municipal process more complicated. 

b. MacQuiddy - discussion about sweepstakes cafes, are there conversations in Denver about these businesses that are avoiding being taxed.

i. Solin - there is a bill that was just introduced, can get information and bill number.  

ii. MacQuiddy - there is one in Fort Collins one looking into coming into Greeley.  Should we be on it?  They set up a cafe; you buy a card, go to their computers, and go to a betting sight.  When card runs out your money runs out.  Quick come in - do gambling.  Casino communities feel the pinch.  They are operating outside any tax structure.

13. Solin - up to speed and up to date on positions.  Nothing has changed that would require change.  5 days to go!

14. Norton - got a draft of a bill yesterday title Harmonizing Regulation Oil & Gas and Local Government.  Nobel and others working with Polis.  Have calls in to a few people to figure out who is doing what.

a. Solin - understand there is a possibility that a bill may drop in the final days.  Have not seen any language.  

b. Norton - has a copy of the bill, no number.  Would like to be kept up to speed about bill if it is introduced.  


c. Please include Bill Jerke.  MacQuiddy and Koelzer interested as well.

i. LaBonde- after event, is that a relationship building opportunity, board or chamber liaison to have legislator to have one on one, we appreciate your service, what can we do to help our relationship go further.

i. Miller - will check in with Old Town Media

k. Grant- will we discuss I 25?

i. May - we don't have leadership group in place, if it is a big priority we should introduce it.  Roll out some big picture messages - working on a more focused alliance to work on the issue.

1. Koelzer - task force has broken work load into 6 projects. 18 month plan , working to create document to distribute governance communications and lobbying plan funding model administrative roles and PR plan figure out how highways get funded (101 on funding).
2. Maxey - they're talking about reauthorization bill ($400 billion to infrastructure improvements) Getting corridor to "F" quicker would be necessary to get funding.  

3. Koelzer – thanks to May for all the work - provided framework and organization to move forward.

4. Norton - think it is a good plan, need to get as many as facts understood to be ready to act or react.   (reauthorization) Be prepared to contact Congressman.  You have to have an understanding to actively engage.  

5. Tool - TRex project - can you give a brief history?

a. Norton - 125 rail highway from Broadway to Lone Tree (a little less than $2 billion) What happened was a holding spot in legislation in 1997 for rail part of project, matched with highway requests (in Senate), then when CDOT looked at funding and came up with bonding program through statewide process.  (get on ballot to sell bonds) Coalition working on it (Denver to Centennial and three counties) Set up for vote and Senator Allard was on the banking committee that does rail stuff.  When Senator was giving them a bad time (in Seattle) - took funds.  Being there at the right time to get funds.  RTD would take credit for getting it done.  Senator Allard worked to coordinate programs.  

6. MacQuiddy - request for Maxey to share comments from Commissioner Conway 
a. Maxey - In Leadership Northern Colorado program and ran into Conway.  Getting things going, wants you to know "we've made progress", we've done more in 4 months than they can do in 6 years in Denver.  Different tone now.  Recognizes they have to take a different approach.  Have a positive dialogue and stay course.

7. MacQuiddy - difference between F and D status?  Request descriptions of ratings.

a. Norton - has to do with the amount of traffic on the road, and amount of time traffic is stopped (not moving but not due to accident) 
b. Maxey - over 4 hours of a 24 hour period that it doesn't move.  Data measured over period of time and averaged.  

c. Norton – will request email from CDOT. (document)
