2. No Consent Agenda 

a. Minutes from April 28thboard meeting will be shared soon.  They will be approved at the next board meeting.
3. Reports –
a. Financial – Allard 
i. Mindy – no change in the NCLA checking account.

ii. Received payment for I25 account from Greeley, $10,000

iii. Paid for polling from I25 account ($13,000)

b. Legislative update- Solin 
i. Construction defects – not sure if anything will come about this session.  Having a real problem and not too optimistic of their success. Limited time to get anything done.  

ii. Number of D bills have been killed in the Senate.  Predictable session based on most messaging bills being killed.  Except unusually high number of bills killed as compared to past years.  

iii. 5 working days in the session.  Much more to accomplish.

iv. Question Waldo – what was hoped to be accomplished with construction defects?

1. Solin – package of bills (five) that addressed liability and linkage to affordable housing.  None of them would have been stronger than the local level.  It would be a state wide platform/policy for construction defects.  

5. UPDATES

a. Transportation – 
i. Solin – a lot happening, lot of coalition partner engagement.

ii. Committee meeting this morning.  Chaired by Nevel (he was lone opposition last year) If provisions for transit are removed he will support.  (He will offer amendment.) Kefalas will not be pleased.  He doesn’t care for transit projects in bill.  (list is from CDOT 228) He prefers rail and they all focus on bus transit.  The transit piece will be significant issue in the senate.  Should be positioned ok.  Hesitate because of dynamic with Adams County. (rail discussion)

iii. CDOT is neutral position on bill. Huge win!! Said publically last night, they cannot support is because Governor needs leverage on hospital provider fee. (can’t officially support) 

iv. There is no formal opposition.

v. CCA are deliberating.  They will be no worse than neutral, push for support.  Will see what they decide to do! Provisions are favorable to them.  Will know later this morning.  (other contractor groups will follow their lead)

vi. Building business support.  CCI – commissioners representing counties. Colorado Concern (state wide).  Chambers are getting engaged.  

vii. Governor’s Office

viii. CO Motor Carries are continuing push on tax – house side.  Hoping that will help, if Ds are agreeable.  It would help take things across finish line.

ix. Unclear where Hospital Provider Fee will land and how it will effect.  Important to Hollinghorse. 

x. Delgrosso wants to see deal done on transportation.  Willing to support HPF to get it done.  

xi. Question on whether Senate R will agree.  (some political protection in play) 

xii. Question Tool – about finance committee today… shows as item #16.  When that hearing may start? 

1. Solin – suspect break around 10 or 11. To allow finance committee meet to get work done.  Hard to predict.  Last bill. (bills can be moved out of order) Hard to know when we’ll go. May and Tool planning to participate.  Witnesses testifying.  Will keep updates coming and will check on agenda order.
2. Testimony – know of no one who will be opposed.  (possible transit community to oppose) Not hearing that education community will take a public stance on bill. Will address that 158 set marker for transportation.  

3. Shared long list of those planning to testify in support.  

xiii. Question Maxey – what room?

1. Tool – legislative service building, room B (right side)

2. Solin – 14th and Sherman (SE corner)

3. Invite anyone to come down to spend day at the capitol.  Having a presence there will be important. 

xiv. May – state chamber execs are meeting (parker) if hearing doesn’t go late, will try to get there to meet with Chamber execs.

1. Other updates.  TIGER and FAST grants submitted.

2. Attended I15 coalition meeting. May 16th – Berthoud Hill construction. Crossroads project moving forward.

xv. Adams County – opposed to bill. (Bullies) 3 projects in the mix. In February provided projects that needed to be in bill… assured them if they were in 228 list they would be in the bill.  Project cost noted in 228 was $200M… allocated that much for those projects.  Developer project at interchange. They are now insisting that they need $50M to be state funded.  Will not support if those dollars do not materialize. Hard to justify going CDOT projected cost – can go to $217.  Would be only project going above CDOT cost.  They have their delegation activated. (firm words about bill will die if you do not give us what you want) They are creating a stir!  There is the metro rail line (fast track) in 228 list.  We did not include in 272 and not in this list.  They want that project also included.  Looped Kefalas into the conversation.  

1. Want to move all delegation to support position. 

2. Tool – if there is no money in the bill, do not see what problem is.  Share that the list came from CDOT.  They need to talk to ED of CDOT. 

a. Solin – they think they can get more money, their fault for not submitting project. 

b. Tool – this bill may die, what presents next year may worse. Share that with them!

c. Norton – can we make it all their fault? Do not know politics there.  We should be able to isolate the issue.  Need to explain the dollars for the rail project from the federal pots --- works against him and his efforts.  Offer to call Kefalas if needed. 

i. Solin – that would be good. He needs to understand the implications.  

xvi. Pueblo County Commissioner – former legislation (chair of transportation committee) speaking. 

b. Other Questions– 

i. Allard – HPF? 1420

1. Solin – believe it hasn’t been assigned to committee.  Passed the house.  Sitting in Senate. Helpful in keeping conversation alive. 

ii. Grant – any county commissioners to have influence on Adams County.  Kirkmeyer has water to hold over them. Donnelly to talk to Kefalas and Adams County.  

iii. Maxey – Motor Carriers (Greg and RJ) have significant influence in Adams County.  They can talk to legislators. 

iv. Solin – thank you board for engaging!  So many have been involved. Great partners in this process.  Remain optimistic. Long way to go!
