2. Presentation 

a. Rich Shannon, retired but formerly of McWhinney, will be representing the Yes on 69 Campaign

i. Introduction of Katie Kohnen.  Both working as volunteers on Amend 69 and live in Fort Collins.

ii. Most important message “It’s time to give states the chance.

iii. ACA Section 1332, waiver request option in 2017.

iv. Health Insurance is too complex, expensive, creates confusion

v. Colorado’s version of Medicare for all.  Everyone is covered. Comprehensive list of benefits. No deductibles and no co-pays. 

vi. Colorado Care will significantly reduce waste.  (nationally $27Billion wasted annually)

vii. Competition in delivery of medicine is good.  

viii. Colorado Care is a 21 member elected board.  100% focused on healthcare.  Comprehensive and organized.  Flexible decision making.  

ix. Efficient funding model and transparent 

x. Replace the medical portion of workers comp.

xi. 3.3% paid by employees, 6.67% employers will pay

xii. 10% of personal income from self-employed.  (deductible expense)

xiii. “$25B in defined taxes is better (and less) than $30B in uncontrolled insurance premiums and deductibles.”
b. Leo Tokar, of Lockton Companies, will be representing the No on 69 Campaign 
i. Ballot issue will be one of the most important things we will decide on.  
ii. Can agree that current system is not perfect but how do we want to fix it?

iii. Amend 69 address how we are going to collect and distribute funds.

1. Plan would still have to work with Medicare and Tricare and insurance of those who are visiting from out of state. 

2. Redesigning our health care system in three pages.  (entire document is only 11 pages but lots of definitions)

iv. Flaws 

1. Premise - Every other country has a similar system.  (not really!!) This is only a financing plan. 

2. Design - $25B without business plan

3. Governance - Board with no relevant experience required functioning outside of government oversight 

4. Taxation – unlimited authority 

5. Sustainability – does not address the majority of cost drivers

v. Impact 

1. 10% tax on Colorado payroll, tax on non-payroll income 

2. Disproportionate impact on businesses structured for tax purposes as “pass through” entities 

3. Attracts those with high health care needs

4. Dissuades entrepreneurship and new business migration

5. Inability to attract health care workers 

6. Governor Shumlin (Vermont) – “the potential economic disruption and risk would be too great to small businesses, working families and the state’s economy.”  (they dismantled the program, it was legislative not a change to the constitution) 

7. List of those who oppose Amend 69 shared.

c. Discussions and questions

i. Gazlay – 85 employees, ACA is the worst thing that has come a long, expensive and worst health care.   What’s missing from graphs is why things grow (administration) – it was government.  Worked for an international company that had to offer private health care to executives in addition to socialized health care. 

1. What happens when a patient has to go out of state (mayo clinic)? 
2. CO health op created… wasn’t sustainable.

3. Why create more administrative costs?

ii. May – does this tax social security benefits?
1. Shannon – once you’re on Medicare this becomes your supplement.  If you’re retired… the first $33,000 is exempt.  ($60,000 for a couple) After that it is a 10% tax.  Confident IRS will rule it is tax deductible. 

2. 1/10 of taxes collected over three year period as program is developed.  (transition fee) 

3. May - $25B in tax money given to elected group.  Legally a non-profit but feels like another form of government.

4. May - Medicare for Everyone.  Beneficiary are primary residence in Colorado.

iii. Waldo – is there a cap?

1. Shannon – shared numbers.

iv. Dennie – imaging services not included?

1. Shannon – obvious.

2. Dennie – biggest drivers of health care is litigation.  Drives unnecessary services.  Need to address that as part of fixing the system. State will be overrun with people who deserve free health care.  There is probably not a hospital in the state that can survive at the Medicare rate.  Rural hospitals will probably fold.  

a. Shannon – Medicare for all does not mean hospitals get paid at Medicare rates. 

b. Issue of fear - we can learn from history.  1965 the three strongest voices against Medicare with hospitals, pharmaceuticals and chambers.  
v. Allard – companies that have employees coming in to and out of the state.  Employers will still have to cover employees for insurance for when they’re in other states.

1. Shannon – option to pay twice

vi. Maxey – Cooperative? Will they pay dividends?

1. Shannon – no.  Option to offer dental?  Or refunds?

7. MSP to oppose Amend 69 Dennie/May

a. All support motion. 

b. Question – May.  Three Chambers go to boards.  Need pro and con document. 

i. May, Norton, Dennie and Allard will work on pro con document. 
8. UPDATES

a. Transportation – (moved before bill review) 
i. May – HB 1114, budget from JBC.  Good news is that one objective will be met… more money from general fund for transportation.  Want to change mechanism.  SB228 not working.  Attempt made last week to get amendment made to 1416 to replace 228.  5%, 10% ideas.  Amendment failed. Risks to take to Senate too high to move forward. Several ballot measures… CCA still have 10 ballot proposals for dedicated sales tax.  Denver metro Mayors not buying it cause they want 40% of dollars for transit. Building CO has debrucing effort moving forward. CO Motor Carries moving forward with SOT (specific ownership tax) – change regulations. TIGER grant. Fast Lane grant.  Coming up quickly… need to sign letter for approval.  Will work language and get to chambers. 

ii. Solin – In critical time right now.  $158M in fiscal year 2017.  Will pursue the stand alone legislation to secure long term funding and bonding piece. 

1. (Passing memo) outlines the case and plan.  With $158M base the proposal will be two fold for the Fix Co roads act.  Funding piece (5% of state sales tax – like SB 1 but reduce.  $160M for CDOT). CDOT will have the $167M becoming available from first TRANS payments to fund the balance. Include provision that allow for delay on payments for first three years to allow bank of funds for three years. ($480M over three year period)  $1.5 B over three years for CDOT. $77M for ongoing resource of funds for O&M. 
2. CDOT and Governor’s office are considering approach.  

3. Reasonable and thoughtful way to go about it!

4. Next steps – draft bill on Friday.  Will circulate with legislators and stakeholders. Challenge to meet with speaker.  Will have bill introduced late next week. (30 days to get this done – everyone has been expecting.  No surprise.) Baumgardener and Delgrosso primary co-sponsors.  

a. May – we’ve ruffled some feathers. With Arndt and Ginal. (they did not support amendment of 1416) They talk bold on transportation but never back it up.   Horak has inserted himself in conversation.  

b. Solin – they chose party politics rather than the issue.  They argue it is about budget.  (tabor and hospital provider fee)
c. Arndt and Ginal have the opportunity to make something happen.  Can put their name on the bill.
