e. Critical development occurs at early childhood…

i. Taxpayers and donors receive impressive returns

1. Study that looks into the cliff effect.

ii. Werner – value relates to working with individual business that supports the program.  Recommendation to connect with partnership such as Northern Colorado Manufacturers Partnership for direct access to a number of small businesses. 

iii. Tool – Members, difference roundtable ($5000) and affiliates.  ($1000) Ask for NCLA?

1. Support for getting involved in Northern Colorado and share leaders need to connect with.  Hope that collectively or as individuals getting involved in membership.  Get connected legislatively. Looking for leadership at local levels for Weld and Larimer Counties.

4. Reports –
a. Financial – Allard 
i. All bills paid. Problem with website and credit card processing.
ii. $500+ in account.  Request for board members to settle up on payment for dinner.  Need dollars in the account.
b. Legislative update- Solin 
i. $158M allocated to transportation for next fiscal year.  We thought $100M would be most we’d see allocated in fixed amount.  Conversation unfolding for 228 volatility.  HB1416 (satellite bill) goes along state budget. It changes 228 to allow them to allocated fixed dollars. Conversation with Delgrosso on bill.  He was concerned it wasn’t the $200M.  Shared with him that it does lock in a number, provides the precedent for future allocation.  Title is broad enough to create permanent 228 mechanism for longer approach to transportation funding.  It passed out of committee 2 days ago, bypassed state affairs. There will be an amendment offered.  Conversation with Democrats that are receptive to TRANS.  (need 3)  Last night Ginal committed that she would stick.  Will be visiting with Arndt this morning. Targeting 5 additional Democrats.  Should create an interesting debate.  Strategy to keep it relatively quiet.  If Speaker becomes aware, she could bypass the process kill it.  

1. Rankin will not vote, he is a member of JBC.  If he comes on board, would need two house votes.  
2. Assuming Young will be a no vote.  

3. They have acknowledged that 228 is problematic and requires a stable mechanism for funding. 

4. Tool – who are you working on?

a. Ardnt, Lebstock, Becker, Misbush (spelling?), Moreno  (they were all TRANS supporters last year) 
b. Tool - Reminder that D leadership can interject at any time and send it to another committee.   

c. Working to be clear than anything done doesn’t harm allocation. 

d. Tool – where are the D on JBC since they’re on the bill?  

i. They’ll likely vote against amendments to their bill.  

ii. Tool – nervous about Young and not blindsiding him. 

5. Anyone is welcome to come join the effort.  Likely to see bills towards the end of the day.  

a. Tool – how many amendments?  

i. Do not know. Typically 50.

b. The approach we’re taking … one approach is renewing/implementing a SB1 mechanism (% of state sales tax allocated for transportation) and alternative approach is based on general fund revenues. 2% of GF revenues.

Bright – draws down federal funds.  May – does this go to the ballot?  

Tool – no, not to ballot. We need to support but it won’t pass.  We need to support but it supports our objectives to transportation

NCLA Bill Review: Norton, May, Koelzer, Maxey 

Discussion: Lundbergs bill. May - is this a privacy issue?  Do we really care about this bill?
Solin – this is a fee issue.  He thinks you shouldn’t have to pay to switch.  We can only in the extent that if we have managed lanes north.  CDOT opposed.  People not having transponders would result in people abusing the lanes.  Kefalas inquired about our position.  

May – not overly worried. Monitor seems appropriate.
