Private sector has been left out of this picture.  Can be a good partnership with school district.  Bottom line – if the private sector is at the table, there can be end roads.  

iii. Norton – that’s what they’re trying to do.  

b. May – do not think this is our conversation, do not think we need to sign on.  It is full day kindergarten and full day preschool for everyone.  Not sure what we’re signing on to.  Not our issue.

c. Werner – worked with this group in Southern Colorado.  They are focused on brining private industry.  They look at it as a workforce issue.  Book drives, reading to kids in schools.  May be legislation coming down the pipe.  Need to look at how we’re regionally supporting workforce development. 

d. MacQuiddy – was there a duplication issue discussed at the community education forum? So many unique programs already established.

e. Norton – yes, they are trying to get businesses involved in education.  

f. May – United Way Exec. Director in Larimer County, hint of duplication of effort.  Stepping into a world we don’t understand.  Should talk to United Way.

i. Executives Partnering to Invest in Children.

g. Williams – agree with May, should see the direction they’re going.  Can always sign on as program develops.

7. HB16-1435  Low-wage Employer Corporate Responsibility Act

8. HB16-1441  PUC Consider Full Cost Carbon For Elec Generation

NCLA Board Review: Norton, Clark, Montgomery 

Discussion:

A. Montgomery – not sure what it does or what it means.
B. Solin – discussion around clean power plan, another angel/stab regarding implementing more to plan.  Another layer to draw down greenhouse gas.

C. Williams – PUC has to weigh all of these things already.  There is a consumer advocate in the PUC.  They are already doing this.  This will expand into allow the PUC to study the environmental impact.  Puts pressure on coal industry.

D. Solin – in the legislative declaration they lay out a host of climate change provision.  Prudent to consider the full cost of greenhouse gas.  What is definition of full cost?  Sets tone for purpose behind this legislation.

E. Werner – this is a climate change bill.  Too much left to speculation.

F. Sponsors are Tyler in House and Jones in Senate.

G. Williams – PUC is 7 members, all appointed by Governor.

a. Solin – think there are just 3 members. Appointed. 

H. MSP to oppose Olson/ Clark.

a. All support motion.  

Position: Oppose. 
9. UPDATES

a. Transportation – 
i. May – interesting spot, high centered. Leadership in both houses and governor’s office engaged. 

ii. Solin – we have done all of this work and encouraged conversations to happened.  Budget in place.  With three weeks left in session. The pressure is right for something to happen.  Discussion involved Hospital Provider Fee and transportation. Senator Lambert (JBC member) is involved in conversation.  We can’t do much about the process, we are the external pressure to do something this session. 

1. Colorado Counties Inc supporting, issuing letter of support. 

2. Drafting a letter from the business community. Key organizations getting on board.  (Denver Metro Chamber) 

iii. May – CML (municipal league) Horak went to bat for issue.  Boulder representative argued the other side.  They are neutral.  

iv. Solin – holding pattern.  Conversation with Baumgardner yesterday.  Ongoing conversations with CDOT.  ($100M)  Herman said unofficially that they’d talked about putting $100M in the game. 

1. $150M – ongoing replacement of 228. 

2. $250M (combo of two) the amount of the annual payment necessary for $3.5B in bonds.  

3. Governor’s office and CDOT need to lean on Hullinghorse. 

4. Kefalas – really wants transit included.  He wants bonds to increase to $5B to include transit.  Explained that more money needs to be brought forth for bond payments. 

5. Under 228 list, specific projects listed.  Conversation on removing specifics on list.  Have a budget set and allow transit folks to engage.

6. May, Koelzer and Tool – sat in on meeting, phase one solution piece?  Gutierrez concerned about dollars allocated to Northern Colorado. (Loveland Mayor) 

v. Norton – who has the project list?

1. New 228 list.  $2.5B project list (new project list) Herman said list is available. Solin will share list with board. 

vi.  Fix CO Roads act, legislation drafted. 

1. Solin – will send draft out. 

2. Maxey – had a conversation, other entities (CMCA) have some concerns.  Starting to sense seeing some opposition lining up since we’re not out with the language. 

3. Gazlay – post on Sunday on article on train to DIA, 20year project, $1.5B investment. If you do the math, to construct to a line to the north it would be a $5B investment. 

4. Allard – Portland Project in Oregon. (study) unless you had 30,000 per square mile, it wouldn’t pay for itself.  Operation costs huge.  

vii. Phase One project – applications submitted.  TIGER Grant, Freight.  In play, letter sent from Laurel on behalf of NCLA.  Chambers also submitted letters. 

1. We have CDOT director’s attention.  Working to find ways to get things done.  

2. Clark – did Johnny get local match?  (22 out of 25)

a. Tool – Windsor did a $1M 

b. He was within $500,000

c. Solin – they are feeling good about the grants.  Feel confident about TIGER grant.  

b. Workers – Allard:  Continue to monitor legislation.
c. Water – Jerke:  Governor has endorsed Windy Gap.  Great news!  Finally.
i. Norton – Northern still has some work to do.  Have to approve water quality permit.  Need to have that done to go ahead and start construction. 

d. Energy – MacQuiddy:  need to get paragraph group worked on back in play and out to folks.
i. Jerke – energy proud event? 

ii. MacQuiddy – May 16th, working to get legislators to attend.  3 confirmed. (update coming Friday)
